K3 - Class 22 - The Destiny of Nations, Creation and the Earth

“Thus, say the Lord: Heaven is My throne, and the earth is My footstool. Where
is house that you will build me? And where is the place of My rest?” Isaiah 66:1

“But I say to you, do not swear at all:

neither by heaven, for it is God’s throne;

nor by the earth, for it is His footstool;

nor by Jerusalem, for it is the city of the great King.” Matthew 5:35

The Destiny of the Nations -

-All nations of the earth shall have the gospel of the Kingdom preached to
them for a witness.

“And this gospel of the kingdom will be preached in all the world as a witness
to all the nations, and then the end will come.” Matthew 24:14

-All nations will have become Goat or Sheep nations. Sheep nations will be
allowed to remain and function on the new Earth during the millennial
reign of Christ.

“ When the Son of Man comes in His glory, and all the holy angels with Him,
then He will sit on the throne of His glory. All nations will be gathered before
Him, and He will separate them one from another, as a shepherd divides his
sheep from the goats. And He will set the sheep on His right hand, but the
goats on the left. Then the King will say to those on His right hand,

‘Come you blessed of My Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the
foundation of the world: for I was hungry and you gave me food; I was thirsty
and you gave Me drink; [ was a stranger and you took Me in; I was naked and
you clothed Me; I was sick and you visited Me; [ was in prison and you came
to Me.’

Then the righteous will answer Him saying, ‘Lord, when did we see You hungry
and feed You, or thirsty and give You drink? When did we see You a stranger
and take You in, or naked and clothe You? Or when did we see you sick, or in
prison, and come to You?’

And the King will answer and say to them, ‘Assuredly, I say to you, inasmuch
as you did it to one of the least of these My brethren, you did it to Me.”

Then He will also say to those on the left hand, ‘Depart from Me, you cursed,



into the everlasting fire prepared for the devil and his angels...46 and these will
go away into everlasting punishment, but the righteous into eternal life.”
Matthew 25: 31-46

- All nations shall be judged in the Valley of Jehoshaphat.

“I will gather all nations, and bring them down to the Valley of Jehoshaphat;
and [ will enter into judgement with them there on account of My people, My
heritage Israel, whom they have scattered among the nations; they have also
divided up My land.” Joel 3:2

- Wicked nations who forget God will be turned into hell

“The wicked shall be turned into hell, and all the nations that forget God.”
Psalms 9:17

- Sheep nations shall walk in the light of the New Jerusalem and kings will
bring in their glory.

“And the nations of those who are saved, shall walk in its light, and the kings
of the earth bring their glory and honor into it. Its gates shall not be shut at all
by day (there shall be no night there). And they shall bring the glory and the
honor of the nations into it. But there shall by no means enter it anything that
defiles, or causes an abomination or a lie, but only those who are written in the
Lamb’s Book of Life.” Revelation 21: 24-27

- All nations are destined to be ruled by the Headship of King Jesus in the
kingdom of God.

“Now out of His mouth goes a sharp sword, that with it He should strike the
nations. And He Himself will rule them with a rod of iron. He Himself will rule
them with a rod of iron. He Himself treads the winepress of the fierceness and
wrath of Almighty God.” Revelation 19:15

“You watched while a stone was cut out without hands, which struck the image
on its feet of iron and clay, and broke them in pieces. Then the iron, the clay,
the bronze, the silver, and the gold were crushed together, and became like
chaff from the summer threshing floors; the wind carried them away so that no
trace of them was found. And the stone that struck the image became a great
mountain and filled the whole earth.... And in the days of these kings the God



of heaven will set up a kingdom which shall never be destroyed; and the
kingdom shall not be left to other people; it shall break in pieces and consume
all these kingdoms, and it shall stand forever.

The Destiny of Creation-

“For the earnest expectation of the creation eagerly waits for the revealing of
the sons of God. For the creation was subjected to futility, not willingly, but
because of Him who subjected it in hope; because the creation itself also will be
delivered from the bondage of corruption into the glorious liberty of the



children of God. For we know that the whole creation groans and labors with
birth pangs together until now.” Romans 8:19-22

“But the day of the Lord will come as a thief in the night, in which the heavens
will pass away with a great noise, and the elements will melt with fervent heat;
both the earth and the works that are in it will be burned up. Therefore, since
all these things will be dissolved, what manner of persons ought you to be in
holy conduct and godliness, looking for and hastening the coming of the day of
God, because of which the heavens will be dissolved, being on fire, and the
elements will melt with fervent heat? Nevertheless we, according to His
promise, look for new heavens and a new earth in which righteousness dwells.”
2 Peter 3:10-13

“Then one of the seven angels who had the seven bowls filled with the seven
last plagues came to me and talked with me, saying, "Come, I will show you the
bride, the Lamb's wife. And he carried me away in the Spirit to a great and high
mountain, and showed me the great city, the holy Jerusalem, descending out of
heaven from God, having the glory of God. Her light was like a most precious
stone, like a jasper stone, clear as crystal. Also, she had a great and high wall
with twelve gates, and twelve angels at the gates, and names written on them,
which are the names of the twelve tribes of the children of Israel: three gates on
the east, three gates on the north, three gates on the south, and three gates on
the west. Now the wall of the city had twelve foundations, and on them were
the names of the twelve apostles of the Lamb. And he who talked with me had
a gold reed to measure the city, its gates, and its wall. The city is laid out as a
square; its length is as great as its breadth. And he measured the city with the
reed: twelve thousand furlongs. Its length, breadth, and height are equal. Then
he measured its wall: one hundred and forty-four cubits, according to the
measure of a man, that is, of an angel. The construction of its wall was of
jasper; and the city was pure gold, like clear glass. The foundations of the wall
of the city were adorned with all kinds of precious stones: the first foundation
was jasper, the second sapphire, the third chalcedony, the fourth emerald, the
fifth sardonyx, the sixth sardius, the seventh chrysolite, the eighth beryl, the
ninth topaz, the tenth chrysoprase, the eleventh jacinth, and the twelfth
amethyst. The twelve gates were twelve pearls: each individual gate was of one
pearl. And the street of the city was pure gold, like transparent glass. But I saw
no temple in it, for the Lord God Almighty and the Lamb are its temple. The
city had no need of the sun or of the moon to shine in it, for the glory of God
illuminated it. The Lamb is its light. And the nations of those who are saved
shall walk in its light, and the kings of the earth bring their glory and honor
into it.” Revelation 21:9-21



- The curse of hurting and destroying each other will be removed over
creation.

“The wolf and the lamb shall feed together, The lion shall eat straw like the ox,
And dust shall be the serpent's food. They shall not hurt nor destroy in all My
holy mountain," Says the Lord.”

Isaiah 65:25

- Redeemed natural man will receive the redemption of the mortal bodies
into immortal bodies.

“Not only that, but we also who have the first-fruits of the Spirit, even we
ourselves groan within ourselves, eagerly waiting for the adoption, the
redemption of our body.” Romans 8:23

“Behold, I tell you a mystery: We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be
changed-- in a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trumpet. For the
trumpet will sound, and the dead will be raised incorruptible, and we shall be
changed.
