Sanctification

“For this is the will of God, even your sanctification…” I Thess. 4:3
“Elect according to the foreknowledge of God the Father, through sanctification of the Spirit, unto obedience and sprinkling of the blood of Jesus Christ: Grace unto you, and peace, be multiplied.” I Peter 1:2
“And such were some of you: but ye are washed, but ye are sanctified, but ye are justified in the name of the Lord Jesus, and by the Spirit of our God.” I Cor. 6:11
Sanctification: consecration, purification; the effect of consecration; sanctification of heart and life; holiness; purity

Through our Lord Jesus and His death and resurrection, those who believe in Him and have accepted Him as Lord and Christ, are now clean and forgiven from all unrighteousness and iniquity. We have been redeemed by His blood and now justified, made to be NOT GUILTY, so we can be one with the Lord again and have eternal life!
